Special Resolution of Scottish Borders Community Development Company (SBCDC), operating as The Bridge, to alter its name, objects and constitution.  To be considered at the Annual General Meeting of the Company to be held on 2nd November 2023.
Background

Following the transfer of its community development work to Borders Community Action on 31st March 2023, The Bridge/SBCDC is now entirely focused on providing its community transport services (Gala Wheels, Teviot Wheels and Tweed Wheels), supported by its two thrift shops. 
The desirability of creating a Scottish Borders-wide community transport service has been expressed in several recent consultations such as What Wheely Matters. The conditions to achieve this are now favourable, and Berwickshire Association for Voluntary Service (BAVS) have agreed (subject to members approval at their AGM on 25th October 2023) to transfer their community transport project, Berwickshire Wheels, to SBCDC. 
The boards of The Bridge and BAVS feel that a new name and constitution (the current constitution of 2007 being very dated) are important to make the organisation fit for its new purpose.  BAVS’ transfer of Berwickshire Wheels is conditional upon these changes being made.
Accordingly, it is proposed that at the Bridge AGM on 2nd November 2023 the name of the organisation be changed (to Borders Wheels) and that a new constitution (attached, together with the current constitution) be adopted. The new name and constitution have been approved by the Office of the Scottish Charity Regulator (OSCR).
A Special Resolution of members, passed by a 75% majority of votes cast, is required to make the changes.  The Special Resolution upon which members are invited to vote is:
1. That the organisation’s name be changed from Scottish Borders Community Development Company to Borders Wheels
2. That the organisation’s Objects be changed from:
“(a) To promote any charitable purposes for the benefit of the inhabitants of the area covered by the Scottish Borders Council and in particular the advancement of education, and furtherance of health and relief of poverty, distress and sickness 

(b) To promote and organise co-operation in the achievement of the above purposes by bringing together representatives of statutory authorities and voluntary organisations within the Scottish Borders engaged in the furtherance of the above purposes

(c) To do all other things as will properly attain the above purposes.”
To:
“a. the relief of those in need by reason of age, ill-health, disability, rural isolation, poverty or other disadvantage;

b. the prevention or relief of poverty;

c. the advancement of education,

particularly through, but not limited to, the provision of community transport services.”
3. That the new constitution (the Articles of Association) circulated to members be adopted.
